

Dear Parents & Guardians,

Our school is participating in a fantastic literacy program called Revved about Reading™. It is a reading incentive program presented by Gumdrop Books™. The goal is to motivate our children to read, and reward them with new books they select from the Revved about Reading™ catalogue. In addition, our school benefits by receiving new NO COST books for our library and classrooms.
The way it works is simple. Please encourage your child to participate as 
outlined below:
· Have your child read (or be read to) during the one-week reading event, DATE to DATE, at least 20 minutes a day. Initial or have your child color Mr. Gumdrop on the student log daily.

· Your child receives one reward point for every $5 collected for completing the reading challenge. With reward books starting at only one point, any child can earn a book.
· For two weeks starting today, DATE, encourage donations from family, friends, and businesses in your community.  Record your child’s sponsors on the student log and help your child collect the money.  Please have cheques made payable to our school.
· Help your child choose the books they have earned and complete the order form.  Remember, they get 100% of the money they collect back in books for their home library.  
· Be sure to fill out the book substitution section on the order form in case a book your student has chosen is not available from the publisher.  The order form and money must be turned in by Wednesday, DATE. Orders submitted after this date cannot be accepted. 
At a time when funds are limited, your child’s participation will help grow our library collection with current, exciting reading material. It is important to note that every dollar earned by your child for completing the reading challenge goes back to them to select books for their home library. In addition, our library earns a 50% benefit on the total amount raised to select NO COST library books for the school library.

Thank you for your continued support. Together we will help put new books into the hands of our students!
